World Series that year.  He was named
All-Carolinas Conference in 1972, 1975,
and 1976, All-District in 1975 and 1976
and in 1976 added All-Area and NAIA
All-American Honorable mention selec-
tions to his list of accomplishments. He
continues to hold the record of total career
pitching victories at Guilford College so it
is no wonder he was inducted into the Guil-
ford College Sports Hall of Fame in 1991.
      Larry plays baseball every year in the
Triad MSBL Chapter and in various tourna-
ments. He recently returned from West
Palm Beach, Florida where he participated
in the MSBL (Men's Senior Baseball
League) tournament. This was his team’s
first year to play in the age 52 and over
leagues and they won the division champi-
onship.
