tute and Hos-
pital in Den-
ver, now the National Jewish Hospital,
where she lived for two years in a dorm
setting with house parents. "We always
had a good time dancing on the front
porch of the dorm. Since we had children
from all over the world living there, we
learned how to dance like the surfers in
California and do the 'cha cha cha' like in
New Jersey." (Those days of asthma at-
tacks are over as she keeps allergies under
control with allergy shots.)
      Music and dancing have always been
in her blood so when she returned to
Greensboro where she was born, "I started
taking dance lessons in 1980 at the Arthur
Murray Dance Studio on Benjamin Park-
way. When they asked me later if I would
be interested in teaching, of course, my
answer was 'yes'."
     She has wonderful memories of the
studio. "Most every night we all went out
dancing somewhere. One night while at
the Carrousel Lounge (old Howard John-
son’s Hotel off I-85), my friends invited a
young guy to our table with whom they
played baseball. His name was Larry Jack-
son. When we danced, I knew that he had
ballroom dance potential!"
